New Tourism Council of Bhutan representative office in Japan

Tourism Council of Bhutan (TCB) appointed Foresight Marketing Co., Ltd. (FM) as the representative office in
Japan from 1* January 2014 for a period of one year. FM, in collaboration with TCB, will conduct marketing and

PR activities in Japanese source market for sustainable tourism development in Bhutan.

Bhutan received over 4,000 Japanese tourists in 2013 with a decrease of around 40% compared to 2012. In 2012,
Bhutan received 6,967 Japanese tourists, the highest recorded number of Japanese arrivals in a year. The huge
increase in Japanese arrivals was attributed to the interest generated by Their Majesties’ visit to Japan in 2011.
However, compared to 2011 arrivals, there was still an increase of around 2%. Similarly, we expect a stable

growth in Japanese tourist arrivals.

TCB and FM will expand marketing and PR activities with increased market research. A targeted marketing
approach will be considered in some regions by targeting senior travelers, younger generations, high-end women
and honeymooners. We will also continue to strengthen our relationship with Japanese media and tourism

industry members who play an important role in highlighting what Bhutan has to offer to Japanese travelers.

working for Finish Tourism Board and Latvian Tourism Development Agency.
